2. King County Weatherization Program
Through the Housing Authority, this program helps reduce energy costs and improve safety/indoor air quality. Typical upgrades: insulation, air sealing, furnace repairs, ventilation—offered free to low‑income homeowners, with preference for seniors and disabled individuals commerce.wa.gov+3kcha.org+3kentwa.gov+3.

3. Local City-Specific Repair Programs
1. Renton (within city limits): Grants covering up to $6,000 per year (or $10,000 per decade) for health and safety repairs—includes roofing, plumbing, electrical, gutters, ramps and more rentonwa.gov.
1. Kent: Offers small repair assistance and promotes the King County Housing Repair Program (both deferred and matching zero‑interest loans) cdn.kingcounty.gov+8kentwa.gov+8agewisekingcounty.org+8.

The City of Issaquah Senior Program offers a steep 75% discount on water, sewer, and garbage (Recology) for residents 62+ with household incomes under $58,400 annually. It also excludes stormwater feesreddit.com+12issaquahwa.gov+12issaquahcommunityservices.org+12.

🌱 2. Home Equipment & Appliance Rebates
The Home Equipment and Appliance Rebate (HEAR) pilot helps low‑moderate income residents (≤ 150% AMI) replace fossil-fuel appliances with efficient electric ones—like induction cooktops or heat pump water heaters. Rebates range from $1,250–2,000, plus up to 65 free induction cooktops, for homeowners and renters in Issaquahissaquahwa.gov.
While focused on energy efficiency, this reduces long-term maintenance and utility costs.

🛠 3. Broader Home Repair & Accessibility
